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Introduction:


The Orleans Independent Standard was published at Irasburgh, Vermont, from 4 January 1856 until its last issue on 14 Nov 1871. It was a weekly newspaper, and was succeeded by the Orleans County Monitor which began publication on 8 Jan 1872. The newspaper carried news of the nation and world, along with limited amusements, local news and advertisements. From its inception, the Orleans Independent Standard  carried announcements of marriages and deaths, and legal notices from Orleans County courts, leaving us with information of genealogical value.


The material contained in this publication has been extracted to preserve the original essence of the articles and announcements. Where the abbreviation “inst.” appears, it indicates that the date fell within the current month just past, and “ult.” refers to the month just prior to that one. Marriage and death notices are essentially as they appear in the original newspapers, but are occasionally shortened. Probate notices, divorce petitions and other items have simply been summarized, with pertinent information (dates, familial relationships, etc.) extracted. The reader may refer to the original newspaper article, court proceedings, etc., for a more detailed accounting of the activity in question. The abstractor has used his discretion in selecting which information to include, and has generally limited information to persons with connections to New England and areas immediately adjacent.


During the Civil War beginning in 1861, letters from soldiers started appearing. Because these letters often mentioned soldiers from “back home”, they are included here as well, but no attempt has been made to capture the essence of those communications.


Information appearing in this document was obtained from microfilm copies of the newspapers on file in the Vermont State Library on State Street in Montpelier, Vermont. In some instances, faint or poor quality microfilm copy, damage to the newspaper prior to filming, or other flaw made reading of the information difficult. In such instances, the missing information is indicated in brackets, e.g., Br[___]. Where the missing information seems apparent, I have included my best guess as to what that information is within those brackets, e.g., Br[own]. The reader is urged in such cases to verify his/her own reading of the material in question where possible.

Following the transcriptions are an all-name index, indicating pages of this document wherein each person or place may be found.
